Mr. Canon stated that the TAC interviewed both Consultants: Kimley-Horn & Associates and Alliance Transportation Group. He
stated that the TAC members had a standard of 10 questions that were asked to each consultant. He noted that Kimley-Horn
received 1,235 points and Alliance Transportation Group received 1,190 points. He advised the board members that there was 51%
of TAC Members present through the entire interview process. The City of Alamo made a motion to approve to go into Contract
Negotiations with Kimley-Horn.  The City of Edinburg seconded the motion and upon a vote the motion carried unanimously.
